Neverin my lifetime
have | ever seen such great
attacks on the church as | have
seen between 2010/2011. The
devil has increased his
SATANIC behaviour and
attitude by invading the lives of
God's people, thus resulting in
all different manner of evil,

etc. | am saying again we are
in the dust. There are so many
people who are hurting badly
from these attacks to the extent
wherein some have even left
the faith and others have
withdrawn their service to
God's work.

2) And it shall be: As with the people, so with the priest; As with
the servant, so with his master; As with the maid, so with her
mistress; As with the buyer, so with the seller; As with the
lender, so with the borrower; As with the creditor, so with the
debtor.

3) the land shall be entirely emptied and utterly plundered, For
the LORD has spoken this word.

4) The earth moums and fades away, The world languishes and
fades away; The haughty people of the earth languish.

5) The earth is also defiled under its inhabitants, Because they
have transgressed the laws, Changed the ordinance, Broken
the everlasting covenant.”
